Main walk 
Chasewater Country Park is a managed leisure resource and parts of it are designated as Sites of 
Special Interest. This short walk largely encircles Chasewater itself using level paths and tracks 
passing through lightly wooded areas and across heathland, there are fine views en-route and no 
stiles.Also encountered will be the Chasewater Railway, although trains are not expected to be 
running.  

Amblers 
Amblers can make for the Chasewater Country Park at Pool Road, Brownhills WS8 7NL and it’s 
Innovation Centre (open from 9.00am ) where there is a cafe. Car parking charges may apply. 
There are other cafes at the Chasewater Heath Station and the Brown Hills West Station, which 
can be reached on foot or by car along the waterfront from the car park entrance. There is 
opportunity to stroll along the waters edge or along the Dam wall at the eastern end. 
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The base point and parking is at the “Crown Inn” Watling Street, Brownhills, WS8 7JU, 
Telephone 01543 372604, where we shall meet for a 9.45am start. toilets. Toilets are available at 
the Innovation Centre and Heath Station, both en-route. 
The Crown Inn is a Marston’s Establishment.

Route Directions 
Take the A461 from Walsall towards Lichfield and just beyond the traffic lights in Rushall turn 
left onto the B4154 Pelsall. Pass through the village and continue to meet the A5 Watling Street 
at the “Turf” roundabout. 
Here take the 3rd exit A5 towards Lichfield. Just before reaching the A5/ A452 Roundabout take 
a slip road on the left to pass in front of “The Crown Inn and then left into the car park. 
If approaching along the A452 from Brownhills, on reaching a large roundabout where the A5 
joins , continue ahead, but on exiting the junction keep right and after a few yards turn right to 
cut through the central reservation to double back and almost immediately turn into a slip road on 
the left, go past the “Crown” and turn into the car park.
